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Make sure windows and doors open easily.

Make sure everyone can reach and open locks on doors and windows.

Make sure stairs and doorways are never blocked.

If you have security bars on doors and windows, have a “quick-release” 
latch. This makes it easy to get outside in an emergency.  

Make sure everyone in your family knows how to use the latch. 

Look for things that could slow down your escape.  Move or fix them.
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Have a home fire drill

Have a place to meet in front of your home.

Push the test button on the smoke alarm so your family knows the sound.

Practice your plan two times a year with your family.

Practice when everyone else is asleep at least once.
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Know how you call for help

Know the Fire Department emergency number.  In most towns the number 
to call is 9-1-1.

If there is a fire, get out first, and go to your family meeting place.   Then call 
the Fire Department. 

Use a portable phone or a neighbor’s phone.

Get out and stay out.  Never go back inside a burning building.
